Welcome to the start of a new hockey season and our NEW in-house hockey program, the Nittany Lion Hockey Program 

(NLHP) The NLHP is a goal/skill oriented program which replaces our Jr Icer Learn-to-Play and Recreational League. Our goal is to 
provide your child with constructive, organized and respectful ice hockey programming.  

Through a Learn-to-Play format, the NLHP is about developing skill and fostering a love of the game.  It is structured to give 
players the opportunity to touch the puck as often as possible, to gain as m uch “on -tim e” experience as po ssible, to develop skills and 
talent, to provide an alternative to the rigors of travel hockey, and to serve as a complementing service to current travel players.  

The NLHP will utilize U S A H ockey and H ockey C anada’s cross ice training m ethods. T his m ethod  allows young players to 
c onserve energy w hich is m ore conducive to skill learning and provides for m ore “touches” of the puck. M ore tim e spent w ith the puck, 
rather than chasing the puck, should create better stick and puck handling. By using the cross ic e method, players are afforded more 
repetition, a higher rate of frequency, and a more individualized teaching and learning format.
